Problems Need Probing

Larry was a student with capabilities he was nol
living up to. All tests showed an above average intelli-
gence, and his teachers commented on his apparent
brilliance.

However, his grades were low; he didn'l hand in
many assignmenis. Larry was constantly in danger of
failing in spite of his ability.

A closer look at Larry’s family would be revealing.
His parenis were far from ideal: his father. an
aleoholic, his mother, apathetic toward her children. A
family examination is often more telling than an I()
examination.

Many high school siudenis find themselves in
cituations similar to Larry's; personal problems present
insurmountable barriers lo academic advancement.

The guidance office is s0 busy with scheduling and
course problems that personal (roubles must remain
unprobed. Help of a more informal nature is sorely
needea.

We suerpgest that the rapport which exists beiween
many Conrad teachers and students could be utilized in
helping solve these personal problems.

To make this plan work successfully, a considerahle
numhbher of teachers would have to volunieer lo offer
their #frvices. These voluntieer counselors could then
make themsaelves nvailahle, either ot stnted times or hy
appoiniment. and would have (o promise 1o keep all
personal conversations confidential.

The students in turn would have 1o understand the
limitations of this arrangemeni. Teachers should not
he expected to do more than offer advice. In case of
legal difficulties. Tor example. students would have (o
realize that teachers could not be expected to wﬂlﬂmld
evidence from law enforcement authorities.

We suggest that help in this area is far more
important than explaining mathematical I.'ht'uremﬁ or
grammatical intricacies. ] 3
