Why is the activities period regarded with such
disdain? According to a recent Smoke Signal survey,
the major obstacles Lo lively activity are as follows:
(1) lack of continuily produced by meelings thal are
few and far between; (2) overflow of students in one
club and a pitiful lack of them in another; (3) a heap of
deadwood who hate activities a little less than study hall.

While there is no sure-fire way to eliminate these
problems, we offer suggestions to effect improvement.

L.ack of continuity can be alleviated by more meel-
ings — having activities weekly. If activities were held
in the afternoon, deadwood and club overflow could go
home. However, some clubs who invile speakers do not
want their programs (o vie members homing instinets.

Therefore, we offer a compromise: let activilies
allternate morning and afternoon. This way clubs not
needing Lo meel more often than monthly can adjourn,
and olther more active groups can prolong their period
after school. To encourage studenis Lo stay at after-
noon acltivities, however, trips or parties should be
arranged for aclive members.

Also, a late bus should be provided for club
enthusiasts.
